The Chair advised that HGV in general were going through the village and ignoring
the weight limit which he believes is only a small section of the B1285 and feels that
better signage needs to be installed. Councillors agreed that better clarification and
signage needs to be discussed further with the Police and DCC.

Members were advised that as part of the summer programme MWA were running
bus trips to Harrogate and Scarborough, along with a trip for the walking group, in
the past the charity has supported the costs to enable residents to access these trips at
a subsidised cost. It was agreed to donate £1000 towards the overall bus costs and a
new system for purchasing the tickets will be introduced so that Murton residents
have preference for all trips as this money is to be spent supporting the residents of
Murton, anybody from outside the village may be offered seats if there were any
spare capacity closer to deadline.
